1315 Reconfiguration of pathology services in action

Laboratory reconfiguration is happening across the world, and essentially describes the process of taking multiple laboratory
sites and organizations and fusing them into a single unified whole, which can deliver economies of scale and offer enhanced
laboratory services, often across surprisingly large regions. PAML in the USA has created such an organization, serving patients,
physicians and hospitals across the states of Washington and Idaho, with data on six million patients. Compare their approach
and achievements with those of the Cumbria and Lancashire Pathology Network, and get the latest on plans for major
laboratory reconfiguration in Ireland from the author of the recent HSE report.

Pay for performance (or “payment by results”) is an international trend, reflecting the fact that every developed healthcare
system has inadequate funds to meet the demand for health services. The common goal is to use economic incentives to
reward doctors, hospitals and laboratories for improving outcomes. This unique session provides an insight into how pay
for performance schemes are developing in the UK, the USA and Australia. Expect surprises, because financial ‘carrots’ have
led to solid successes in some areas and severe distortions of the market in others. Pay-for-performance schemes make it
essential to order the right tests and follow them with appropriate therapy. Learn how laboratories can be major beneficiaries
of effective pay for performance programmes.
